Veterinary assistants are found in veterinary practices
and clinics nationwide. As many clinics and animal
hospitals are open 24/7, night and weekend
schedules are often available.

How much do they earn?

You'll be happy to learn that this specific career path
allows you to do meaningful work caring for animals.
Pay rates for veterinary assistants vary by employer,
geographic location, and experience. The U.S.
Department of Labor reports that the median annual
wage for veterinary assistants is $29,780.*

How's the job outlook?

Veterinary assistants are part of the rapidly growing pet
industry—and that growth doesn’t seem to be impacted
by recent world events. In fact, The U.S. Department of
Labor Statistics estimates the demand for veterinary
assistants will grow by 19% through 2031*
